Waterville Planning Commission Schedules October 25 Public Hearing on Amendments to Zoning, Health and Safety, and Vehicles and Traffic Codes 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Town of Waterville Planning Commission is holding a Public Hearing on amendments to the Town’s Zoning, Health and Safety, and Vehicles and Traffic Codes on Tuesday, October 25, 2016, at 6:00 pm in Waterville Town Hall. The proposed amendments are the result of the Planning Commission’s annual review of the code as well as direction of the Town Council and input from staff. 

The amendments to Title 17 Zoning of the Waterville Municipal Code include refinement of the definition of Wrecking Yard and a new definition of Junkyard; the addition of new sections creating an Administrative Permit process and Impact Assessment Checklist; and, updates to the District Use Chart to provide for Administrative Permits for some currently prohibited uses and uses which required a conditional use permit. The intent of the proposed amendments to the zoning code is to clarify regulations related to vehicles and junk and to provide greater flexibility and expansion of uses in commercial and in some limited cases, residential zones.

Amendments to the Health and Safety and Vehicles and Traffic Codes are intended to clarify regulations pertaining to abandoned and junk vehicles.

Copies of the proposed amendments are available at Town Hall or on the Town’s website.

The Town wants its land use codes to accurately reflect the needs and desires of the community.
