Policing Report

Douglas County Sheriff Harvey Gjesdal presented the Policing Report for October 2016.  Gjesdal briefed Council regarding the recent murder/suicide in East Wenatchee cautioning everyone to be aware of the serious nature of mental illness.  On a lighter note, Gjesdal shared photographs and details of the new tactical vehicle purchased and refurbished by the Department. Before and after pictures were a testimony to hours of hard work, dedication, attention to detail, and the impressive skill of the deputies who participated in the refurbishing process.  Gjesdal added that the Department received a grant from the Community Foundation to purchase more AED’s for patrol cars.

Resolution 2016 – 03:  Maintenance of John Wayne Pioneer Trail

· Huber made a motion to approve Resolution 2016 – 03 supporting the maintenance of the John Wayne Pioneer Trail.  Smith seconded.  Unanimous vote.

Approval of this resolution was in response to a written request from Ted Blaszak, a member of the Tekoa City Council and President of the Tekoa Trail and Trestle Association, in an effort to gather written support to secure funding from the Legislature for this project.

	AMENDING FINAL ACCEPTANCE OF NORTH CHELAN AVENUE SIDEWALK RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT – PAKI PERALA, PE, ERLANDSEN

Amended Change Order No. 1 and Amended S. E. Smith, Inc. – Pay Estimate No. 1

· Thompson made a motion to approve the amended Change Order No. 1 for $2,017.93 and the amended Pay Estimate No. 1 for $42,830.45 to Smith Excavation, with a second from Driver.  Approved by majority vote, with Munson abstaining.

IRRIGATION WATER LINE – ERIC SMITH, PE, ERLANDSEN

Eric Smith, Project Engineer from Erlandsen, reported to Council the initial plans to install a new irrigation line from Well 2 for irrigating the Waterville School grounds and the cemetery.  Smith explained that the project will be divided into four phases, with the plan that the project will go out for bid in March 2017 so that construction can commence once the ground is ready in the spring.  Smith estimates engineering costs at approximately $54,000 and construction costs at $300,000.

Unless blended with water from other Town wells, Well 2 has
 an unacceptable level of nitrates for drinking water.  By using this supply strictly for irrigation, the Town hopes to conserve more potable water for Town use.

· Driver made a motion authorizing Mayor De Vaney to sign a contract with Erlandsen for engineering services for the irrigation line project.  Thompson seconded.  Unanimous vote.

BUSINESS LICENSE FEES

Council reviewed a report listing business license fees charged by 75 cities and towns in Washington State.  An average cost of a business license using those fees listed in the report was $41.00.  The Town of Waterville charges $5.00 for a business license.  No action was taken by Council on this item.

LIVESTOCK PERMIT FEES

Clerk-Treasurer Marsha Peterson presented a memo to Council requesting that all livestock permit application fees be set at $35.00, and renewals at $15.00 to create consistency in the application and renewal process for livestock and poultry.  Peterson explained that both permits require the same amount of paperwork, recording-keeping, and office time.

· Smith made a motion directing Town Attorney Steve Smith to draft an ordinance to set livestock and poultry permit application fees at $35.00 and renewals at $15.00, with a second from Thompson.  Unanimous vote.

Recommendations for Zoning Definitions and Use Chart

Council reviewed and discussed the proposed amendments to junkyard definitions,
the District Use Chart, requirements for fences and hedges, and administrative permits.

Due to the complexity and impact of these recommendations, Town Attorney Steve Smith advised Council to study the information for action at a later date.

SBA COMMUNICATIONS

Mayor De Vaney relayed a phone call from a representative of SBA Communications who requested that the Town consider extending the cell tower lease for an additional 40 years.  The present lease expires in 2030.  

· Driver made a motion to deny any extension to the present lease term with SBA Communications at this time, with a second from Thompson.  Unanimous vote.
