1. Change water in birdbaths twice a week.
2. Repair leaky faucets and sprinklers.
3. Empty water from flower pot dishes.
4. Clean leaf clogged gutters.
5. Keep water fresh and drain standing water from around stock troughs.
6. Recycle old bottles, buckets, & cans.
7. Clean garden ponds and stock them with fish.
8. Get rid of used tires properly.

This is caused by iron and manganese sediments that precipitate out of the water from our chlorination.  When higher water flows from irrigation start, this can stir up this sediment.  It is not harmful even though it may look that way.
	If your problem persists for more than a few days or you have concerns, please feel free to contact Town Hall.  The best  way to alleviate these problems is to place a filter system in your home.  We will be doing some flushing in some areas to try and improve water quality where indicated.

        Need a
Building Permit?

The Town of Waterville has a policy concerning prefabricated, assembled open carport structures which is similar to the policy enforced by other local jurisdictions such as the Cities of Wenatchee and Entiat.
	Tent-like structures that are typically assembled from plastic piping and covered with woven plastic tarps are generally exempt from permitting and may be located anywhere on private property out of the right-of-way.  The Town does not consider these permanent structures but only temporary like a tent or portable canopy.  These temporary structures do not require a building permit.
	Steel roofed carports framed with steel tubing are considered permanent structures that must be designed to carry required snow loads, be supported by and be anchored to adequate footings, and observe required yard setbacks.  If the steel structures are not anchored properly, a strong wind could carry them into a neighboring structure causing extensive damage or injury.  These structures are considered permanent and require a building permit in order to be installed.
[image: MCj01856540000[1]]	In order to receive a building permit for a prefabricated steel roofed carport, a building permit application must be completed at Town Hall along with the submission of a site plan (drawn to scale) showing the location of the proposed carport in relation to the property lines and other structures on the lot.  The Town must also receive evidence that the structure is designed to carry a 40psf snow load and that it will be anchored to the ground as required by the manufacturer.  The permit fee for a prefabricated carport is typically $100.00.
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
